REGULAR BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING
January 11, 2018
The regular board meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Trustee Greg McLain, sitting is as President Pro-temp for President Ashley who was ill.  The following Trustees were present; Dave Doty, Jeannie Ruppert, Jon Book, Greg McLain, Raven Russell.  Brian Gill was absent until later in the meeting.   
A motion was made by Trustee Doty to approve the minutes from the December 14, 2017 meeting seconded by Trustee Ruppert.   Roll call taken, all ayes, motion carried.
A motion was made by Trustee Book to approve the “Statement of Income and Expenses”, seconded by Trustee Russell.  Roll call taken, all ayes, motion carried.  
A motion was made by Trustee Doty to approve the “Banks and Checks Journal”, seconded by Trustee Ruppert.   Roll call taken, all ayes, motion carried.  Trustee had questions answered by Village Manager Shannon Risley. 
Public - Kent Stauder and Wes Wise were present on behalf of the OVHS Ag Program.  The addressed the Board in regards to expanding the HS Ag program with building an animal husbandry building behind the HS.  This will house three to four maximum at a time.  This project will be the only one of its kind in the State of Illinois.  This is a spinoff of the current project the school currently has with the Corp of Engineers, a hands on project.  This fills a need of what students want to learn about.  Supt. Stauder shared plans with the Board.  There is currently an ordinance in place preventing large animals in the village limits.  The Board will discuss this with our attorney and see about getting a variance for the HS.  Heidi Bruns - came to inform the Board that the Celebration Committee is dissolving.  As a courtesy she was letting the Board know.  She has all the information needed to get the committee going again and is willing to help and show them what to do.  
Landlord/Renters Agreement - Shannon Risley had information to give to the Village Attorney.  This will be tabled until next month. 
Lance Whitney Bid for the Police Station - This is a bid to do trim work and replace some missing counter top in the communications room.  A motion was made by Trustee Russell to approve materials and installation of trim for $600 and countertop for $200 from Whitney Woodworking for the Police Dept. for a total of $600, seconded by Trustee Ruppert.  Roll call taken, all ayes, motion carried. 
Post Prom Donation - Trustee Ruppert spoke on behalf of the Post Prom Committee.  She will bring in a letter for documentation.  The Village has helped this Committee in the past.  The last four years the Village has donated $150 each year.  A motion was made my Trustee Book to donate $200, from the Electric Dept., to the Post Prom Committee, seconded by Trustee Raven.  Roll call taken:   Doty-yes; Ruppert-abstain (conflict of interest); Book-yes; McLain-yes; Russell-yes, motion carried. 
Bids for Sewer Plan Roof - Received bids from Central Roofing & Siding - $10,500; French Construction (repair) - $12,970; Callahan Construction came out, but did not turn in a bid.  President Ashley contacted four other companies but they did not respond.  The sewer plant roof leaks and runs down into the testing area.  A motion was made by Trustee Book to approve the bid from Central Roofing & Siding to replace the roof on the sewer plant, not to exceed $10,500, seconded by Trustee Russell.  Roll call taken, all ayes, motion carried.  Shannon would like to keep the rock and use it to fill in holes at the burn pile.
Other New Business - There were questions about bids on locks for the Police Dept.  Replacing the front door on the Village Hall was revisited.
